The government is confiscating their property in the name of
eminent domain, and the city is in danger of losing an essential aspect that helped create its
legacy: the Black population. According to state officials, as many as 75 percent of Black
residents may be lost if they have no home or community to return to.

Although there are volunteers currently assisting with relief efforts, there is a need for more.
“I've been here for a week,” said Caitlyn Ross, a volunteer from Spokane, Washington. “I just
felt it's something | had to do for all the people that lost everything down here.”
